DRAMHA Student Volunteer Policy

Deep River and Area Minor Hockey Association recognizes the mutual benefit of having Student Volunteers as on-ice helpers, particularly with the Novice and Atom levels. 

1. Students may be invited to participate as on-ice helpers with the Novice and Atom level with the approval of both the team coach and the DRAMHA President. However, such participation is restricted to students who are registered players with the Ottawa District Minor Hockey Association (ODMHA), and who are in Grade 9 as a minimum. 

2. Other students who are not members of the ODMHA may be approved for participation by the team coach and President only if they are a minimum age of 16 and provide proof of having taken Speak Out. In such cases students must be added to the team list as an Assistant Coach in order to satisfy insurance requirements.

3. In such instances as 2 above, DRAMHA does not reimburse for the cost of the Speak Out session.

4.  All student volunteers who are registered members of ODMHA must wear complete hockey gear including mouth guards, neck guards and helmets with chinstraps fastened while on the ice. 

5. Student volunteers who are not registered as players with DRAMHA but who are over 16 require as a minimum CSA approved helmets with chinstraps fastened.

6. Student volunteers are not allowed to participate in scrimmages with the team they are helping to supervise.
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
