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 DRAMHA Equipment Policy

Jerseys 

1. Team Manager is required to sign for the team jerseys, acknowledging they have thoroughly read and understood the equipment policy and will implement this policy on behalf of the team.
2. Trainer first aid kits will be distributed by VP Risk & Safety 

3. Jerseys must always be in the care, custody and control of the assigned jersey care-taker for each team.
4. Game jerseys are NEVER to be worn during practice. 
5. Game jerseys are NEVER to be worn for any other function other than a DRAMHA game or team event. For example, jerseys are not to be worn for outdoor hockey, public skating, hockey development sessions, etc… 

6. There are 40 jerseys per age group.  Jersey sponsors are arranged in blocks of 10 per each age-group. Jerseys shall be distributed to players equally by block for each age-group.  Block 1 - #1-10, Block 2 #11-20, Block 3 #21-30, Block 4, # 31 and up.  For example, a team of 11 players shall make every attempt to choose a minimum of 2 and a maximum of 3 jerseys from each of the four blocks to ensure the sponsors have been represented equally to the greatest extent possible.
7. Captains and assistants will be assigned jerseys with C and A on them for age Peewee and up.
8. At no time shall jerseys be tampered with, stitched on or altered in any way (no name-bars).

9. Should a Home or Away jersey be lost or damaged, the player (and/or team) will be responsible to pay the replacement cost to the Association. 

10. Team jerseys should be washed throughout the season and be hung out to dry. DO NOT USE HOT WATER OR DRYERS. 
Goalie Equipment

1. At the Peewee to Midget level, goalie equipment must be signed out by a parent or guardian. The borrowed equipment is to be used only during the regular season. 

2. Players wishing to borrow DRAMHA goalie equipment after the season ends must request and receive permission from the DRAMHA President, and notify the Equipment Manager.

3. At the Atom and lower levels, the coach will sign for goalie equipment, since more than one player may share this position.

4. Signature by a coach or parent acknowledges their responsibility to properly care for the equipment, and to report any need for repair to the Equipment Manager. 

Goalie skates will not be supplied.  

Should loaned equipment be lost or damaged, the responsible coach or parent will be required to pay for replacement or repair at DRAMHA’s discretion. 
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
